3.  Appearance by Isabella Lyste regarding proposed boat landing project
Barron High School student Isabella Lyste addressed the council with a proposal to enhance the boat landing area near LaSalle Avenue, as her Gold Award project for the Girl Scouts – she had cost estimates and plans to fundraise for these funds. She wished to have the council’s blessing to proceed with the project. 
Moved by Nordby, second by Haller to refer this project to the Parks Committee for final approval on the design. Motion carried, all ayes.

	a. LaSalle Phase I
The project has been advertised for bids, everything on schedule, bid opening on March 30th. 
Also reported on the Commission’s request for a “budget versus actual” review of the water tower.
	b. TIA Review
MSA has completed the traffic analysis for the Kwik Trip project and will present the findings to the redevelopment committee. 

5.  Appearance by Cedar Corporation – City Hall/Police Department and Street Shop Rebuild
      Update
Sara Hinz with Cedar Corporation appeared to update and reported that they are 98% ready to turn the specs over to Market & Johnson.

9.  Approval of letter of retirement from Joanne Kuehndorf, Senior Center Director/Nutrition Site Manager
Motion by Tollman, second by Miller to approve the Joanne Kuehndorf letter of retirement as presented. Motion carried, all ayes.

10. Update regarding LaSalle Phase I project financing
MSA has provided preliminary cost estimates, funding sources, fund split, etc. Administrator Jacobson has preliminary costs and will look at funds and financing gaps – interim financing may be necessary. 

11. Administrator, Mayor and Committee Reports
Mayor Fladten reported that he and the administrator have recently met with Dave Armstrong with Barron County Economic Development to discuss housing needs. 

12. The Common Council may convene in closed session proceedings under the follow Wis. 
      Stat. 
a. §19.85(1)(c) to consider employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility. This relates to Water and Sewer Staffing, Election Workers and Library Director. 
b. 19.85(1)(f) to consider financial, medical, social or personal histories or disciplinary data of specific persons, preliminary considerations of specific personnel problems or the investigation of charges against specific persons except where par. (b) applies which, if discussed in public, would be likely to have a substantial adverse effect upon the reputation of any person referred to in such histories or data, or involved in such problems or investigations. This relates to the Library Director.
Motion by Haller, second by Nordby to enter into closed session as outlined above. Motion Carried by Roll Call Vote, all in attendance voting Aye. 

13.  The Common Council will reconvene in open session and may act on matters discussed in
       closed session and to complete the agenda.
Motion by Olson, second by Nordby to reconvene in open session, act upon matter discussed in closed session, if any and to complete the agenda. Motion carried, all ayes.

Motion by Haller, second by Nordby to approve Brant Waite for the Water/Sewer Operator position. Contract details on file. Motion carried, all ayes. 

Motion by Tollman, second by Miller to approve the disbursement of remaining election covid grant funds of $841 as “hazard pay”, to the 23 poll workers at the November 2020 election. Motion carried, 1 abstention (Olson abstained).
